FILTER REPLACEMENT

This unit is equipped with a filter rack and 1-in. filters. See Table 1
for replacement filter sizes. The filter rack can also accommodate
2-in. wide filters. Use caution not to damage indoor coil during
replacement of filters.

1. Turn off unit power supply and install lockout tag.

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2. Remove the filter access panel using a 5/16-in. nut driver.
(See Fig. 1.)

3. Remove tape from filters and discard. (See Fig. 2.) Remove
the filter(s) by pulling it out of the unit. If the filter(s) is
dirty, clean or replace with a new one.

When installing the new filter(s), note the direction of the airflow
arrows on the filter frame which should be pointing at the indoor
coil.

4. Reinstall filter access panel ensuring opening is air and
water tight.

If you have difficulty locating your air filter(s) or have questions
concerning proper filter maintenance, contact your dealer for
instructions. When replacing filters, always use the same size and
type of filter that was supplied originally by the installer or shipped
with the unit.
